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2. RESEARCH AND PUBLICATIONS

2.1 RESEARCH AREAS – AN OVERVIEW

My main research interests are in the application of health economics to the evaluation of health care technologies and health services research.  I have developed a very considerable track record in providing health economics input into clinical trials, economic modelling and other studies of innovations in health care. This has involved working with colleagues from many academic disciplines and service providers.  Recently I have been developing an interest in mental health services through collaborations with the mental health section in ScHARR.  I am probably best known externally for my work on the measurement and valuation of health outcomes. 

The design of economic evaluations alongside clinical trials

I have been the lead health economist and grant holder on more than 20 economic evaluations clinical trials and other primary studies. These studies have involved advising on the data to collect for economic evaluation, conducting or (increasingly) advising others in conducting the analyses, and writing reports and publications (including the British medical Journal, Lancet and numerous prestigious specialist journals). 

The use of health status measures in economic evaluation
An important tool in health services research is the use of questionnaires to assess health related quality of life.  I have lead pioneering work on the testing of these instruments (such as the SF-36), including two MRC grants, and reviewed the limitations of their use in economic evaluation for the NHS Executive HTA programme (see publications).  This work resulted in being invited to be: the UK member of the IQOLA quality of life group into the translation and validation of the SF-36 and the Department of Health Mental Health Expert Group.

I have been involved in numerous studies examining the psychometric properties of generic measure of health (preference based and on-preference based), including the NHP, EQ-5D and SF-36.  This has included comparisons of preference-based measures and demonstrations of their limitations in a range of contexts. Recently I have been awarded a grant by the UK MRC to examine the properties of the generic measures f health in mental health using mixed methods. 
The development of preference-based measures
Preference-based measures of health underpin the calculation of Quality Adjusted Life Years (QALY) hat are used by NICE and other agencies around the world to assess cost effectiveness. A particularly innovative piece of work has been the development of a preference-based measure from the most widely used measure of self-perceived health status in the world, the SF-36.  The success of this work has resulted in obtaining a large grant from GlaxoWelcome and the second most cited paper in the leading health economics journal (Brazier et al, 2002) since 2001. This paper was awarded best paper of the year by the International Society for Quality of Life Research.   There are currently studies to replicate this work in countries including Japan (accepted for publication), Hong Kong (Lam et al, 200), Australia, Portugal, Brazil and Singapore.  I am currently collaborating with a group at Boston University (Massachusetts) to develop a proposal for the US NIH.    

This work has been extended to developing preference-based measures from condition specific measures in a number of conditions including cancer, dementia, asthma, overactive bladder, sexual health, diabetes, psychological distress and atopic dermatitis. These grants have totalled in excess of £1.5m and include methodology grants from MRC and HTA. 
I have also been involved in studies to develop new preference-based in children (supervising an MRC fellowship) and Social Care
Mental Health Economics

My substantial involvement in mental health economics has been comparatively recent, though I was involved in a methodological study comparing the SF-36 to the GHQ nearly 10 years ago (McCabe et al, 1996), a study into costing community health teams and a trial with Professor Gleny Parry (Clinical and cost effectiveness of a cognitive behavioural intervention for improved self management in adults with psychological complications for asthma). More recently I have been involved in providing the health economics input into another trial with Professor Glenys Parry (Psychological treatments for severe and complex mental health problems/personality disorder: a randomised controlled trial). A substantial SDO grant has been won to evaluate the new ‘Layard’ improves access to psychological therapy CBT sites.

I have developed a keen interest in the application of economic modelling to mental health services with colleagues at HEDS.  I have provided the senior health economics input into an HTA review of computerised behavioural therapy for depression and anxiety undertaken for NICE and I am currently the PI on a HTA review of psychological interventions for Borderline Personality Disorder.  Attempting to find health state values for these models really brought home to me the paucity of evidence on the benefits of mental health services using measures that can be incorporated in HTA and economic evaluation.  

I have recently won a grant for the MRC to tests generic measures in mental health and to examine methods of mapping between a number of psychological measures and generic preference-based measures such as the EQ-5D and SF-6D.  My ambition is to develop a new preference-based measure of quality of life in mental health.

Health and well being

Current generic preference-based measures have been valued using a random sample of the general population in concordance with the recommendations of the Washington Panel (Gold, 1996) and the recent review of methods by NICE (2004).  This is an important choice since it has been shown that patient values differ from those of the general population, with the latter typically being lower for a given state (Brazier et al, 2004).  The question of whose values is partly a philosophical one, but it raises important questions about why values differ and this leads to an interesting avenue for research around patient expectation, adoption and how preferences change over time.

With colleagues in Centre for Well-being in Public Policy (Director) I am undertaking research into the differences between patient and general population values, the causes of such differences and examine the implications for public policy.

5.2 PREVIOUS ACTIVITES
I was Director of the Sheffield Health Economics Group (SHEG), a section of ScHARR with 18 members of staff.  The section was established under my Directorship in 1994 with the support of the Trent Institute and the University of Sheffield with four posts.  Project monies from the NHS Executive, Pharmaceutical industry and the Medical Research Council have contributed to a growth to 12 full time health economists, and 6 other academic staff, making it one of the largest groups of health economists in the country. It is now equivalent in size to many University Departments, with all the responsibilities which come with this number of staff.  

This growth was achieved in a favourable climate, but nonetheless has been substantially assisted by his own ability to attract external funding on his own and in collaboration with other senior colleagues in ScHARR and throughout the University.   The Group has a track record in methodological and applied research in Health Technology Assessment in the areas of outcomes measurement, economic evaluations alongside clinical trials, critical review and modelling.
